Demons and Angels - Does It Have To Be This Way? 

A new exhibition capturing the contrasting perspectives of 500 young artists from deprived 
inner city state schools and “elite” private schools. Organised by Kids Company, the pioneering 
charity that supports children and young people with severe behavioural, emotional and social 
difficulties.  
 
In the wake of recent tragic events including a series of gun crimes and murders in South 
London, Demons and Angels aims to stimulate a national debate on how polarised modern 
Britain has really become. Do the “angels” see the “demons” as thoughtless, random, self-
centred and violent? Do the “demons” in turn see the “angels” as rich, uncaring and 
ungenerous?  
 
The exhibition runs until 30 August at Shoreditch Town Hall. The exhibition will culminate in a 
conference in October 2007 bringing together leading policy makers, politicians, clinicians and 
academics to discuss the issues raised by the exhibition. www.kidsco.org.uk/da.html.
