To be eligible to stand for election to the Area Council you must be:

· an actual communicant having received communion according to the use of the Church of England or a Church in communion with the Church of England at least three times in the last twelve months;

and

· confirmed, or ready and wanting to be confirmed, or receiving communion as a baptized communicant member in good standing of another Church which subscribes to the doctrine of the Holy Trinity under the provisions of Canon B 15A paragraph 1(b);

and

· at least sixteen years of age;

and

· entered on the electoral roll of a parish in the Deanery entered overleaf
The following people are the electors for your Deanery and these people, and only these people, may nominate you for election:
· all members of the House of Laity of the Deanery Synod of the Deanery entered overleaf except co-opted members.
(The qualifying date for electors is 6am on Tuesday 1 October 2024).
The persons who sign their names overleaf as your proposer and seconder must be electors.
